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A Faithful Response to Care for God’s Creation (6-07) 
Provides that all congregations: seek to become more informed on issues related to climate 
change and other threats to our planet and its creatures, and possible solutions; seek to 
undertake actions to increase energy efficiency, conservation, recycling, green practices, and 
setting aside one Sunday a year near Earth Day for a day of teaching and reflection on 
stewardship of the earth; seek to encourage their members to sign up for the ELCA’s Advocacy 
program and to advocate for energy policies to promote cleaner, renewable, efficient energy 
use; and the MCS memorialize the ELCA Assembly to encourage all congregations and synods 
to address this issue and commit to action.  
 
Justice Discipleship (7-07) 
Provides that the 2007 MCS Assembly: affirm the essential connection between the gospel of 
Jesus Christ and the church’s work for peace and justice; encourage professional leaders, lay 
people and congregations to commit to study and action on critical public policy issues, 
especially those that impact those in poverty and who are disadvantaged; commed Lutheran 
Advocacy – Illinois as a resource for congregations and a vehicle for grassroots justice 
advocacy. 
 
To Support the Christians in the Holy Land (8-07 
Provides that the MSC Assembly: reaffirm its commitment to ELCA’s advocacy initiative to stand 
with the Evangelical Lutheran ‘church of Jerusalem and the Holy Land (ELCJHL), its schools 
and agencies and Augusta Victoria Hospital; Designate November as “Palestinian Chrisitian 
Solidarity Month” and urge congregations to plan a special event to include educational 
activities and fund-raising for ELCHJL Scholarship Fund and Augusta Victoria Hospital; urge 
synod leaders and members to learn more about the situation facing these entities and become 
active advocates by contacting the U.S. Administration and Congress; and in keeping with 
ELCA Strategy for Engagement in Israel and Palestine, urges the bishop synod council and 
other leaders to participate in interfaith coalitions such as the Chicago Faith Coalition on Middle 
East Policy and Christians for Middle East Peace.   
(Editor’s Note:  This resolution is identical to Support for Christians in the Holy Land (3-06) 
 
Understanding and Confronting Christian Zionism (9-07) 
Provides that he MCS 2007 Assembly condemn efforts by Christian Zionists to use the Bible as 
justification for race-based and unjust political solution in the Middle East or for mistreatment or 
disrespect toward Palestinian Christians, Muslims and other Arab peoples; that the synod 
council partner with the Working Group on Religious Extremism to encourage education and 
advocacy to rebut Christian Zionist teachings; that the MCS memorialize the 2007 ELCA 
Assembly: to direct the Research and Evaluation section of the Office of the Residing Bishop to 
implement a church wide survey of pastors and laity regarding the influence of Christian 
Zionism, to be reported to the 2008 synod assemblies; and in cooperation with Global Mission 
and Church .in Society, engage the National Council of the Churches of Christ in the USA and 
other ecumenical bodies to coordinate a response to Christian Zionism.  
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
