 As of this writing, we’ve completed initial 
meetings with the leaders of all eleven Focus 
Congregations in preparation for the January 
workshops that will kick off our work together.  
 
 Congregations continue to sign on to do the 
Transforming Church Index congregational self-
assessment.  This survey, provided at reduced cost by 

TAG Consulting, will give you 
a picture of how parishioners 
see your congregation in a 
number of vital aspects of 
church life.  The $299 cost of 

the survey includes a visit from a trained “debriefer” 
to present and interpret the results.  For more 
information or to complete a sample survey, go to 
http://www.mcselca.org/what/mission/tsi/index.

Any time a 
significant number of people answer, ‘To keep our 
programs running and our doors open,’ we know that 
the congregation is in trouble.  It has moved to the 
point at which the people beyond its doors are valued 
primarily for what they can bring to the church.  
People in the community are seen as the 
congregation’s salvation, rather than the other way 
around.”
